Teacher has a classroom of 4 students sitting in desks. Biff and Carrie are wearing duct
tape.on their mouths, whiletthe other two studentsido'not. Teacher walks toithe doorand
lets Layne into the classroom. Layne hands/teacher a slip of paperthatsignifies her place
inthe class.

Teacher: Class, we have a new student today. Let’s make her feel welcome. (Leads
thesclass.in clapping.) Laynepyou cantakeithatiemptysseatright there.
Ok, class keep working on your assignments and let me know if you
need help.

Kynzie: Hey, I'm Kynzie.

Layne: I'm Layne. Nice to meet you.

Kynzie: You too. (Turns to givelLaynelher full attention) So, what's your story?
Layne: My story?

Kynzie: Yeah, where are you from? What do your parents do? Got any hot
brothers?

Layne:  Ah, THAT story. Um, I'm from Kansas, my dad’s an architect and my mom
stays at home. 1 have'one annoying 10 year old brother who'is cute, but
not hot.

Kynzie: Hmmm. Too bad. (Turns back to work on her home work)

Layne: | (Getsout her books and paperand looks around the room at the different
people in the classroom. She notices two student in particular who have
duct tape across their mouths.) Hey, Kynzie.

Kynzie: Yeah, what's up?

Layne: Yeah...so what’s the deal with the two back there with duct tape on
their mouths? Is that some kind of class project or something?
