Jerry/Jerri - Written as male, but may be played by a female. A naive,
backslidden Christian

Phone Voices - May be played by 1 actor, or as many as 9. Voice
represents the real God—amused, loving, patient. Other voices represent
misconceptions about God:

Static - God can't hear us

Satan -"The god of this world” (2 Corinthians 4:4)

Busy/Computer — God is not available

Bob - There are many gods

LTD - God has limited powers/abilities

Operator - We must go through someone else to talk to God
Message - God isn't there

WG (Wise Guy) - God doesn’t care
