Ideally the professor would be angled upstage, so
that the students would be seated on an angle from upstage left to downstage
right. This would enable the audience to see the student's faces, while still
having the illusion that the students are facing the professor.

The lights are down and they remain
frozen.

Tom and Cay enter from behind the audience and walk up the centeraisle towards the
stage.

about staying connected, not cutting lose or breaking away.

Our study group is meeting in
the library. We have our first exam tomorrow.

Tom: Don't be such a shaky leaf. It's just one night. Who needs a study group
anyway?

Cay exits downstage left while Tom shakes his head and exits downstage right.
Lights up upstage center.

Students are hard at work finishing an exam. Tom sits with his head down on a desk,
asleep.

Professor: Times up. Please handin yourexam sheets.
Students stand and form a line as they hand Professor Pumpkin their exams.
Tom remains sleeping.

Ivy: When will the grades be posted?

Professor: Tomorrow afternoon.
Students exit.

Cay and vy exit down the center aisle as they finish their dialogue.
